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1.	 Make sure the mains power is in accordance with the manufacturers identification plate.
2.	� Always check the power cable for damage prior to use. Never use the rotary if the cable is damaged, 

contact your local distributor for replacement of the cable.
3. 	� Make sure that the staff who use the machine are regularly trained with the skills required and have 

been informed about the safety rules when using the rotary.

ROTARY MAINTENANCE
A thermal cut out has been built into your machine, which will automatically protect the motor in case of misuse.
The thermal cut out being activated can be caused by excessive pressure being applied to the machine, a dirty pad 
binding on the carpet or the wrong attachment being used, this can cause the motor to labour and overheat.
Once the cut out has been activated the Minitex will not operate until the cut out has been allowed to cool down 
and reset itself.
Ensure that the accessory you are using is compatible with the surface being cleaned and the type of work 
being carried out.
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
